   Established under the umbrella of ASEAN as
a result of the 4   ASEAN Summit in 1992, 
it came into full operation in November 1995
with its secretariat office set up in Bangkok.
AUN is an autonomous organisation 
responsible for higher education in ASEAN 
countries, dealing with the promotion of 
human resources and development in higher 
education within the region and its dialogue 
partners. The AUN is the main coordinating 
and monitoring agency as identified as one 
of the ASEAN Sectoral Ministerial bodies 
serving as ASEAN's implementing agency in 
higher education for the region's move 
towards an ASEAN Community.  
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To fulfill our missions and mandates, AUN works 
closely with the ASEAN Secretariat in reporting 
progress and proposing initiatives for further 
intra-regional and inter-regional cooperation in 
higher education through the Senior Officials 
Meetings on Education (SOM-ED) and the ASEAN 
Education Ministers Meeting (ASED).



Inputs Report

   At these two levels of policy meetings, AUN reports 
its progress and contributes inputs and initiatives. 
In addition, the work and progress of AUN activities 
are also reported to ASEAN Socio-Cultural 
Community Council (ASCC) and ASEAN Coordinating 
Council (ASC).
